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Committee  Report 2010  
 

Sometimes you look forward to the end of the season due to the weather etc., and this 

year has been one of them.  We take the weather for granted in Australia, and find it 

difficult to cope with wet days.  Are the ground playable, has the Council closed the 

parks, is it too cold for the kids to train!  Then when the games are postponed, how will 

we fit them in around our other commitments with famil ies and work!  Well, you have all 

done very well to get your children to training, and the rescheduled games.  I must say 

that there was a bit of confusion with the alterations being done on the Macarthur 

WEB and also what Coaches & Managers were being tol d by our club.  Especially in the 

last month when even Margret was confused,  

 

The main focus of the Committee at Falcons this year was to get funding, grants or just 

raise the money to irrigate Belgenny Reserve.  We have applied for many grants, but not 

enough money was available to us through them, but in the last month, Camden Council 

through the Federal Government Regional and Local Infrastructure program have 

allocated $153,000 to Belgenny Reserve for the installation of an irrigation system.  

This is now being undertaken to have in place before the end of 2011, pending Federal 

Government approval after the Elections on 21 August this year.  

 

We also received $2,000 from the Woolworths Fresh Food Kids Community grants to 

assist with the purchase of the S mall Sides Game goal nets.  This enabled us to provide 

each team from 6, 7, 8 & 9 to have their own training nets.  The only problem was with 

the 8 & 9 that the nets swayed from side to side making it difficult for the players to 

aim, let alone for the coa ches/managers to erect them.  We are looking into this for the 

2011 season. 

 

Even prior to the season commencing our Committee and volunteers assisted with the 

upgrading of Belgenny Reserve.  The time spent levelling, mowing, marking and returfing 

prior to  the season is substantial as you have all seen.  At any given time there is 

maintenance to do, even removing the weekly graffiti from the wall is our job, as the 

building was built by our club, so repainting is the most suitable method.   We have now 

inst alled surveillance cameras and security lighting to assist the local police with 

catching the vandals. 

 

Our BBQ and Canteen was renovated with stainless steel work  benches, and this has 

helped maintain a clean serving area.  This work was done by Mick Fiel ding a parent from 

Falcons now with his son playing in Macarthur RAMS. To all the helpers from the teams 

who joined us in the Canteen we thank you for the support of the club.  It gives you all 

some insight at the time into the workings of Camden Falcons, and the committee, also 

volunteers, thank you.  

 

As it was also the World Cup Soccer year, we had some long and interesting nights 

watching the Socceroos play.  A good night was had at the Camden Valley In on the 4am 

morning when we played Germany.  A cold  morning with a hot  breakfast and lots of 

people hoping for a win for Australia!    



 

 

Then we had players from Sydney FC & Macarthur RAMS  come to Belgenny to meet the 

players and encourage you along to the game at Wests Leagues.  It was a good game, 

Sydney FC won in extra time 1 -0, a bit of rain, but quite a good crowd to see our local 

boys hold their own.  This is to be a regular event, so keep a lookout on the Macarthur 

WEB for the next game.   

 

It was also our first year that the Association had Small S ided Games (SSG) for u/9.  

These players will now go to u/10 on the small field.  There are mixed responses from 

people on the success of this, but Football NSW has instigated this for the future.  

 

We had a night early in the season for the Coaches, Managers and parents of the SSG 

to assist with the rules and strategies of the game.  This was a very informative 

evening, and we are sure gave everyone ideas and skills to use at training.  

 

Whilst Camden Falcons has grown, this year we had 17 Small Sides teams , and 27 teams 

from u/10 to AA, Ladies, girls and o/35.  Our fields only allow us to have about this 

number of teams, as training is at a maximum during the week.  Claim your area to train  

and stick to it.     

 

One thing to all keep in mind when you regis ter your children or yourself to play is that 

you are in a team. The coach & manager are volunteers, often encouraged to take on this 

position by the committee, and it is only respectful to keep in contact with them and 

advise if you are not able to make t raining or attend the game on the weekend.  We are 

finding more and more that this is not happening.  There are changes in the community 

where families are busy, work and other sports and school activities keep parents very 

busy, so it is important to reme mber the volunteers that avail themselves for your 

children.   

 

The Association has also during the year made everyone very aware of the clubs 

responsibilities to minimise abuse on the playing field, either from players, spectators, 

coaches etc.  Our club,  Camden Falcons has had a very good year in this regard, so for 

that we are very thankful.   

 

In ending we thank everyone for their support of Camden Falcons, our Registrar is 

finished registering, Fundraiser finished raising funds, President finished pres enting, 

Treasurer nearly finished counting, ground person finished marking and Canteen 

finished catering till next season.
